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Installing ToolPlus





First, unzip the contents of the TOOLPLUS.ZIP file into a new install directory on your hard disk.  Then, copy the files in the install directory to the appropriate hard disk directories:





TOOLPLUS.DOC





This document; it can be copied anywhere - if you need it.





TOOLPLUS.EXE


TOOLPLUS.HLP





These files could be copied into their own directory, e.g. C:\TOOLPLUS, or into your DataEase directory.





TP16DATA.DLL


VBRUN300.DLL


THREED.VBX





These files must be copied to the same directory as all your other windows system files - this is usually, but not always, C:\WINDOWS\SYSTEM





You might find it helpful to include ToolPlus as an icon in your DataEase group in Windows - ToolPlus includes its own icon.





ToolPlus Help





You can call a context-sensitive Help screen anywhere in the Toolbox by hitting the F1 key, or you can click on the Help Menu item





Using ToolPlus





ToolPlus includes a default licence which will allow you to access the first 10 fields in the first 50 records of the first 5 User forms / tables.  You may find that you cannot look at a DataEase database with ToolPlus if you use a User Name / Password that is not in the first 50 records of the Users form.





If you use ToolPlus to look at a DataEase database with a User Name / Password that does not have a High security level, you may find that you cannot see all the forms / tables in the database, and not all the fields in a form / table that you can see becauseToolPlus respects the access limitations imposed by the Database Administrator of the database.





Updated DataEase control files





The system .DBS files supplied by DataEase are not always compatible with the system tables that are maintained in your database by the same version of DataEase (they might not even be supplied!).  ToolPlus may indicate errors when opening your database - you can ignore the errors, but you won't be able to see the internal structures of those system tables.  Likewise, the record content of system tables may sometimes indicate erroneous data.





Special versions of the DataEase system files have been provided to allow ToolPlus to view the system tables of your database, no matter what version of DataEase it was developed under.





You can copy RDRRFORM.DBS and REPOFORM.DBS from your install directory to the DataEase directory for any version prior to 5.





You can copy RDRRFORM.TDS and REPOFORM.TDS from your install directory to the directory for DataEase for DOS 5.





You can copy *.DFW as *.DBS from your install directory to the directory for DataEase for Windows 5.





The Locations and Masks forms are included in databases that have been converted from DataEase for DOS 4.53 - the files LOCATION.DBS and MASKFORM.DBS are needed by such converted databases. 





ToolPlus Demonstration Database





The ToolPlus Toolbox install directory includes a demonstration database in the DATABASE sub-directory that was converted from 4.53 using DataEase for DOS 5.  The database has been deliberately corrupted in order to demonstrate some of the features of ToolPlus.  This version of DataEase has been specifically chosen so as to be able to demonstrate the widest range of DataEase features with ToolPlus.  The User Name of the database is "demo".  There is no password.





For those DataEase users who don't have DataEase for DOS 5, the relevant system files have been included in the DFD5 sub-directory of the install directory.  It will be necessary to use the Settings Menu item, and the DataEase Directory sub-item, when you first use the ToolPlus so that ToolPlus knows where to find the DataEase system files associated with the demonstration database.�
Licensing ToolPlus





ToolPlus will work with all versions of DataEase 4.xx and both 5.xx for Windows and DOS. It will also run on the Windows 95 platform.





All versions of ToolPlus can look at DataEase databases that are located on network servers.





The sole-user version of ToolPlus exclusively locks DataEase databases making them inaccessible to other users.  The multi-user version of ToolPlus is required if DataEase databases are to be shared with other users (including DataEase itself).





The licensing of ToolPlus is based on three steps.





The first step is to run the Site Code generation program, sitecode.exe, which allows a new ToolPlus user to specify the licensee name, the location of a licence file, and what version.  This step creates a file, sitecode.txt, which should be forwarded to your supplier of ToolPlus.





The second step is performed by Hill Croft Information Technologies.  They take the file from the first step, sitecode.txt, add a Serial Number and create a licence file, licence.txt, which will be returned to the user.





The third step is to run the registration program, register.exe, which takes the licence file and creates a licence control file on disk.





Defining the Site Criteria





Run the Site Code generation program, sitecode.exe, which is located in the ToolPlus install directory.  The ToolPlus - Toolbox for DataEase - Site Code Generator dialog box will be displayed:

Enter the name of you or your organisation in the Licensee Name box:





�





Enter the location of the Licence Control file in the Licence Directory box, or click on the Browse button:





If you click on the Browse button, the ToolPlus - Toolbox for DataEase - Site Code Generator - Select a Directory dialog box will be displayed:

Select a suitable directory.  A Sole User licence must be located in a local hard disk directory.  A Multi User licence must be located in a network drive directory that is visible and allows read / write access for all potential users of ToolPlus - you are recommended to select the directory that is defined by the DEPATH environment variable:

When you have selected an appropriate directory, click on the OK button.  The ToolPlus - Toolbox for DataEase - Site Code Generator dialog box will be re-displayed with the Licence Directory box containing your selected directory:

Note that the OK button may be greyed (disabled) at this stage.





Select either the Sole User or the Multi User radio button.  The Sole User option requires a local hard disk directory and the Multi User option requires a network directory.





As you are entering data, the Site Code box will be constantly changing.  When you have correctly entered the required data, the OK button will be enabled.





At this stage, you can click on the OK button, and e-mail to your supplier the Site Code file, sitecode.txt, which will be found in the Licence Directory.

Because you may have run sitecode.exe to upgrade an existing licence, say from sole to multi user, sitecode.exe does not overwrite an existing licence file, ToolPlus.lic, nor change the reference to Licence Directory in TOOLPLUS.INI.  If you have difficulty using ToolPlus after running sitecode.exe, try deleting ToolPlus.lic and the reference to Licence Directory and then re-run sitecode.exe.





Hill Croft Information Technologies will return a licence file, licence.txt, by e-mail via your supplier.  Copy the licence file, licence.txt, to the Licence Directory





Run the Registration program, register.exe, which is located in the ToolPlus install directory.  The ToolPlus - Toolbox for DataEase - Licence Registration dialog box will be displayed.  Enter the licence control file location in the Licence Directory box:

Click on the Load button.  If all the boxes are completed correctly, the OK button will be enabled:

When you click on the OK button, the licence number will be copied into ToolPlus.lic in the Licence Directory.  No other users should be using ToolPlus at this time.
